REGULAR MEETING JANUARY 17, 2011  7:00 P.M.

CALL TO ORDER by Council President George Pokrant at 7:04 pm
PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE

PRAYER was offered by Council Member Jeffrey Black
ROLL CALL was answered by Council Members Mattocks, Chapman, Pisano, Hodge, Folkertsma, Pokrant, Black, Coulter, Bigley, Talbert, Mayor Riddle and Solicitor Bonner.  
REQUEST FOR CITIZENS TO BE HEARD   
Brian Talbert, 215 Buckley Rd, Mercer – requested Council consider allowing ice skating on park pond.  Referred to Parks and Recreation Committee.
Bill Williamson, 306 McConnell St, suggested a waiver for use of park pond for skating.

Mr. Pokrant reported that Council met in Executive Session concerning a real estate issue prior to this meeting.
APPROVAL OF BILLS TO BE PAID 

Mrs. Folkertsma moved to approve the bills to be paid report and the additional bills to be paid, with a second by Dr. Pisano.  The motion carried unanimously.

ENGINEER’S REPORT – Wastewater Treatment Plant Upgrade Project

Mr. Goncz reported on the progress at the Wastewater Treatment Plant.  The only items left to be completed from the punch list are weather-related.  He noted that there are sufficient funds in retainage to cover the cost of these items.
Mr. Goncz reported that Digester #2 is back in service.

Mr. Bigley moved to approve change order number 38 to contract number 1 in the amount of $23,288.00, to approve change order number 39 to contract number 1 in the amount of $4,356.00, to approve change order number 40 to contract number 1 in the amount of $9,478.00 and to approve change order number 41 to contract number 1 in the amount of $6,771.00.  Mr. Black seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.

Mr. Goncz reported that the bids for the purchase of the effluent water system have been received.  One bid, in the amount of $48,980 was received TEPCO of Mars, PA, and he recommends acceptance.  Three quotes were received for the installation, with the lowest from Horizon Construction of Sandy Lake, PA in the amount of $4,700, he recommended that this also be accepted.

Mrs. Folkertsma moved to accept the bid of $48,980 from TEPCO for the purchase of an effluent water system and the quote of $4,700 for the installation from Horizon Construction Group.  Mr. Talbert seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.
Mr. Black moved to approve payment number 22 in the amount of $48,836.88.  Mr. Chapman seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.

ENGINEER’S REPORT – Wastewater Treatment Plant Capacity Project

Mr. Goncz reported that he had received the review and comment report from Springfield Township today.  He will review and report to the borough.
PROGRESS REPORT – Library Construction Project

Mr. Oakes reported that the restroom construction is moving along well.  A mid-February shutdown of the library is anticipated.

Mr. Chapman moved to approve payment number 1 for the Library Construction Project in the amount of $18,897.75, with a second by Dr. Pisano.  The motion carried unanimously.

Mr. Talbert moved to approve change order number 1 in the amount of $3,228.00 for the Library Construction Project, with a second by Mr. Black.  The motion carried unanimously.

APPROVAL OF BILLS PAID REPORT

Mrs. Folkertsma moved to approve the bills paid report with a second by Mr. Black.  The motion carried unanimously.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES 

A motion was made by Mr. Talbert and seconded by Mrs. Mattocks to accept the minutes of the Regular Meeting of December 20, 2010.  The motion carried unanimously.
CONSIDERATION OF PURCHASE – 2011 Truck Chassis, Electric Department

Mr. Oakes reported that the vehicle would be a one-ton Dodge Ram.  The dump body and hydraulic system would be acquired through the bid process. 
Mrs. Folkertsma moved to approve the purchase of a 2011 Dodge Ram truck chassis for the Electric Department, in the amount of $39,200.40.  Mr. Talbert seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.
CONSIDERATION OF ENGINEERING AGREEMENT   – Lee-Simpson Associates Inc, Rehabilitate Runway 10-28, Grove City Regional Airport
Mr. Oakes reported that this agreement is in the amount of $24,269.24.
Mr. Talbert moved to approve an engineering agreement with Lee-Simpson Associates Inc for rehabilitation of runway 10-28 at Grove City Regional Airport.  Mr. Bigley seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.

CONSIDERATION OF REQUESTS
A request for enactment of an ordinance regarding animal feces on the owner’s property was referred for consideration at a meeting to be held on January 20, 2011.
Dr. Coulter moved to authorize the solicitor to draft a lease between Michael Barnes and the Borough specifying such items as time, cost and maintenance responsibilities for realignment of a handicapped parking stall for an ADA entrance to the building at 130 South Center Street.  Dr. Pisano seconded the motion and it carried, with one negative vote cast by Mr. Talbert.

CONSIDERATION OF APPOINTMENTS
Council announced two vacancies on the Zoning Hearing Board.  One is for the balance of the term expiring 12-31-2011, one for the term 1-1-2011 to 12-31-2013.  Anyone interested in filling one of these vacancies is asked to submit a letter of interest.
BOROUGH MANAGER’S REPORT

Mr. Oakes reported:
· A Special Meeting of Council and a Public Hearing for the CDBG Program will be held on January 20, 2011.
· The Borough has advertised for an Electric Department Lineworker, the Southeast Lineman School is posting the notice.
· Interviews have been held for the Wastewater Treatment Plant Laborer position.
· Presented a draft copy of an employee handbook, asking Council to review for consideration of a resolution to adopt.
MAYOR’S REPORT

Mayor Riddle reported:

· The monthly and annual police reports have been provided.
· Applications are currently being accepted for a Police Civil Service Exam to be held on January 27, 2011.
· The Police Department is receiving grant money for a 2011 Aggressive Driving Program.
· Computer work is progressing.
· The 2011 vehicle and equipment has been ordered, delivery is expected in February or March.
· Matthew Ran was sworn in as an officer and began work on January 9, 2011.
· Reminded members that the PSAB 100th Anniversary meeting will be held in Hershey from April 10th through the 13th.
OTHER BUSINESS

Mr. Bigley reported that Reznor is letting 70 employees go and Reynolds Food Packaging is closing October 31, 2011, affecting 145 people.
Mr. Black reminded citizens that there are organizations in the community to assist displaced workers and their families.
Mr. Talbert reported that he met with the contractor for the airport tree removal project.  He also noted that he has been attending the Tri-County Landfill meetings.
Mrs. Weiland thanked the Technology Committee for the improvements to the audio in the Council Chamber.
