REGULAR MEETING FEBRUARY 21, 2011  7:00 P.M.

CALL TO ORDER by Council Vice President Jeffrey Black at 7:00 pm
PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE

PRAYER was offered by Council Member Jeffrey Black
ROLL CALL was answered by Council Members Mattocks, Chapman, Hodge, Folkertsma, Black, Bigley, Talbert, Mayor Riddle and Solicitor Bonner.  Members Pisano and Coulter were absent, Member Pokrant arrived at 7:23 pm.
REQUEST FOR CITIZENS TO BE HEARD   -  None
Mr. Black reported that Council met in Executive Session concerning a sale/lease on real estate prior to this meeting.
APPROVAL OF BILLS TO BE PAID 

Mrs. Folkertsma moved to approve the bills to be paid report and the additional bills to be paid, with a second by Mr. Chapman.  The motion carried unanimously.

ENGINEER’S REPORT – Wastewater Treatment Plant Upgrade Project

Mr. Goncz reported on the progress at the Wastewater Treatment Plant.  The electrical contractor has made progress on the remaining work.  The effluent pump replacement will probably not occur before good weather.  He noted that the payment request includes a partial release of retainage.
Mrs. Folkertsma moved to approve payment number 23 in the amount of $44,082.20.  Mr. Talbert seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.

ENGINEER’S REPORT – Wastewater Treatment Plant Capacity Project

Mr. Goncz reported that the Council of Governments had met on February 2nd and will meet again on March 17th to discuss progress on this project.
PROGRESS REPORT – Library Construction Project

Mr. Oakes reported that the project is on schedule.  The Library staff have set up a temporary office in the Council Chamber.
Mrs. Folkertsma moved to approve change order number 3 in the amount of $3,447.75 for the Library Construction Project for replacement of a wall approved by the Library Board, with a second by Mr. Talbert.  The motion carried unanimously.

Mrs. Folkertsma moved to approve change order number 4 in the amount of $5,701.70 for a proposed new sidewalk that will be paid by the Borough.  Mr. Chapman seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.

Mrs. Folkertsma moved to approve payment no. 2 to Milcam Inc in the amount of $30,837.69 and payment no. 1 to O’Brien Electric in the amount of $6,750.00, as approved by the Library Board.  Mrs. Mattocks seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.

APPROVAL OF BILLS PAID REPORT

Mrs. Folkertsma moved to approve the bills paid report with a second by Mr. Talbert.  The motion carried unanimously.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES 

A motion was made by Mr. Talbert and seconded by Mr. Hodge to accept the minutes of the Regular Meeting of January 17, 2011, the Public Hearing of January 20, 2011 and the Special Meeting of January 20, 2011.  The motion carried unanimously.
CONSIDERATION OF BIDS – AWOS Installation, Airport
Mr. Talbert reported that the All Weather Observation System bids were opened, with the low bid from Tech Services Inc in the amount of $86,558.00.  This project will be funded by PennDOT Bureau of Aviation Block Grant, with the Borough share being 2.5%.
Mr. Talbert moved to accept the low bid of $86,558.00 received from Tech Services Inc for an AWOS system at Grove City Regional Airport.  Mrs. Folkertsma seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.
CONSIDERATION OF RESOLUTION 2011-1   – Disposition of Records
Mr. Talbert moved to approve Resolution 2011-1 for disposition of certain records with a second by Mr. Chapman.  The motion carried unanimously.

CONSIDERATION OF MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING – Police Department, Midwestern Intermediate Unit IV
Chief Osborne noted that this is a renewal of a previously approved agreement.  Solicitor Bonner noted a correction to be made on page three, line four, for a spelling error.  The word bud should be corrected to bus.
Mr. Pokrant arrived during discussion, after the motion was made.
Mrs. Folkertsma moved to approve renewal of a Memorandum of Understanding between the Police Department and the Midwestern Intermediate Unit IV, as corrected.  Mr. Bigley seconded the motion and it carried, with one abstention, by Mr. Black as he is an employee of Midwestern Intermediate Unit IV.

CONSIDERATION OF LICENSE AGREEMENT – ADA access to property of Hollabaugh and Barnes, South Center Street
Solicitor Bonner noted that in the last whereas section, the Borough is to construct a handicap access, which will be reimbursed by the owners, including core construction or materials section and the Borough will charge $50 per month.  Solicitor Bonner will provide an amended copy for signatures.
Mr. Black moved to approve a license agreement for ADA access to property of Hollabaugh and Barnes on South Center Street.  Mr. Bigley seconded the motion and it carried with one negative vote, cast by Mr. Talbert.

CONSIDERATION OF DELINQUENT EARNED INCOME AND PER CAPITA AGREEMENT

Mr. Oakes reported that we currently have an agreement with Sharp Collections.  We have received a request from Matthew Fischer to provide this service in the future.  Members recommended that this option be further explored.

INFRASTRUCTURE COMMITTEE REPORT

Mr. Bigley reported that the Infrastructure Committee met to discuss several issues.  One item for discussion was replacement of the Borough’s Street Sweeper.  The committee looked at owning versus contracting this equipment.  After much consideration, it was determined that it would be much more cost-effective and efficient to own the equipment.  The demo model that was offered was no longer available, but the company is making available a new model at a demo price of $213,963.50 and is through the state contract.
Mr. Bigley moved to approve purchase of a street sweeper in the amount of $213,963.50 on state contract.  Mr. Chapman seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.

Mr. Bigley reported that the committee reviewed a contract with American Municipal Power for Interruptible Load for Reliability Service.  Mr. Oakes reported that this would allow AMP to contact the Borough and request that we reduce our load on the electric supply system to avoid blackouts or brownouts throughout the service area.  With the design of the system at the Wastewater Treatment Plant, this service load reduction is possible, without impairing our service.

Mr. Bigley moved to approve a contract with American Municipal Power for Interruptible Load for Reliability Service.  Mr. Chapman seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.

Mr. Bigley reported that an ordinance amendment was discussed, establishing rules and regulations for connection of solar or wind power generators to the Borough’s electric system.  This was referred to a work session for additional discussion with the full Council.

CONSIDERATION OF APPOINTMENTS

Mr. Pokrant noted that there are two vacancies on the Zoning Hearing Board, one to expire December of 2011 and one to expire December of 2013.  Two citizens have expressed an interest in serving on this board, Shawn P. Myers and Richard Briggs.  Both gentlemen were in attendance and answered questions posed by Council Members.

Mr. Bigley moved to appoint Mr. Myers to the Zoning Hearing Board for the term expiring December 2013 and Mr. Briggs to the Zoning Hearing Board for the term expiring December 2011.  Mrs. Folkertsma seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.

Mr. Pokrant noted that the terms of Bill Limberg and Vince DiStasi on the Library Board are both up for reappointment for the term expiring December 2013.

Mrs. Folkertsma moved to reappoint Bill Limberg and Vince DiStasi to the Library Board for three year terms expiring December 2013.  Mr. Black seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.

CONSIDERATION OF REQUESTS

· Grace United Methodist Church – use of Memorial Park after hours
Mrs. Folkertsma moved to approve the request of Grace United Methodist Church for use of Memorial Park after hours.  Mr. Hodge seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.

· Classic Croozers, car show in Memorial Park on June 5, 2011
Mr. Bigley moved to approve the request of Classic Croozers to hold a car show in Memorial Park on June 5, 2011.  Mr. Talbert seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.

· Karen Kellogg, use of Memorial Park for wedding, May 21, 2011
No action was taken on the request from Karen Kellogg for use of Memorial Park for a wedding on May 21, 2011.  The request was for use of the Gazebo in Memorial Park, which is not a facility that the Borough reserves for use.
· Farmers National Bank, use of Memorial Park for Easter Egg Hung, April 23, 2011

Mrs. Folkertsma moved to approve the request of Farmers National Bank for use of Memorial Park for an Easter Egg Hunt on April 23, 2011.  Mr. Talbert seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.
BOROUGH MANAGER’S REPORT

Mr. Oakes reported:
· The Wastewater Treatment Plant and Electric Department each have a new employee.  Christopher Greenburg has begun employment with the Wastewater Treatment Plant, Tom Terek will begin employment with the Electric Department on February 28th.
· The Northwest Commission has provided reports of energy audits performed 
· General Electric is appealing their tax assessment, the Borough has been advised for the purpose of municipality involvement in the process.  Solicitor Bonner advised that his firm would be in attendance as representation of other interests.  The Borough’s portion is minimal, therefore it would not be cost-effective for representation.
MAYOR’S REPORT

Mayor Riddle reported:

· Wave one of the 2011 Aggressive Driving program  will be 2/14 to 3/27
· The Civil Service process is continuing, with 21 applicants still in process
· The first phase of the computer project is completed, placed on install list with software company
· The Chief is in the process of selecting a 2010 Officer of the Year, he is expected to make the presentation at the March meeting
· The new cruiser is expected to be delivered in March.  The interior equipment is not yet manufactured and will be installed once received
· PSAB’s 100th Anniversary Annual Meeting will be held April 10-13, 2011 in Hershey
· The Mercer County Borough’s Association meeting was held January 27th, he was appointed the Resolutions and Policy Representative, as well as the Mercer County Representative

· The Mercer County Borough’s Association meeting will be held April 28, 2011 and will be hosted by Grove City and is scheduled to be held at the Carnegie Alumni building at Grove City College
OTHER BUSINESS

Mr. Pokrant expressed thanks to the Police Department for continuation of the D.A.R.E. program in the schools.
Mr. Talbert reported on a proposed Subdivision and Land Development Ordinance amendment.  This amendment would clarify some issues and streamline the current process until the entire ordinance re-write is completed.  A public hearing will be required for adoption.  A work session will also be necessary to determine appropriate fees for various services.  
Mr. Talbert moved to advertise Council’s intent to conduct all public hearings, adopt an ordinance amendment and give notice to any other appropriate governmental body.  Mr. Bigley seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.
Mrs. Weiland reminded members of the notices of meetings and dinners that were distributed and asked for responses as soon as possible.
NEWS MEDIA  - Council offered clarification to members of the media in attendance.
ADJOURNMENT - The meeting was adjourned to Executive Session at 8:43 pm. to discuss real estate and police negotiation issues.
