REGULAR MEETING APRIL 18, 2011  7:00 P.M.

CALL TO ORDER by Council President George Pokrant at 7:00 pm
PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE

PRAYER was offered by Council Member Joel Bigley
ROLL CALL was answered by Council Members Mattocks, Chapman, Pisano, Folkertsma, Pokrant, Black, Coulter, Bigley, Talbert, Mayor Riddle and Solicitor Bonner.  Member Hodge was absent.
REQUEST FOR CITIZENS TO BE HEARD   
Mayor Riddle introduced Officer Max Wittlinger to Council.  Officer Wittlinger was welcomed by members.
Mr. Pokrant announced that Council had met in Executive Session prior to this meeting to discuss a potential litigation matter.

APPROVAL OF BILLS TO BE PAID 

Mrs. Folkertsma moved to approve the bills to be paid report and the additional bills to be paid, with a second by Dr. Coulter.  The motion carried unanimously.

ENGINEER’S REPORT 

John Kovacs,of Gannett Fleming, was in attendance for Mr. Goncz and reported that the punch list items have been completed, with the exception of the electrical work.  He recommended that the requisition for payment be approved contingent upon successful completion of punch list items.
Mr. Bigley moved to approve requisition No. 24 from Penn-Ohio Electrical in the amount of $37,398.13 contingent upon successful completion of all punch list items.  Mr. Black seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.
Mr. Kovacs reported that Phase II of the rehabilitation project has been presented to the Borough.  A proposal for services will be provided for consideration.
PROGRESS REPORT – Library Construction Project

Mr. Oakes reported that the restrooms are nearly complete, with the exception of installation of smoke alarms.  They expect to be installed by the end of the week, at which time the restrooms will be available for use.
Mr. Oakes reported that two change orders have been submitted and have been approved by the Library Board.

Mr. Black moved to approve Change Order No. 5 for Milcam Inc in the amount of $208.00 and Change Order No. 6 for Milcam Inc in the amount of $4,543.00.  Mr. Talbert seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.
APPROVAL OF BILLS TO BE PAID REPORT – Library Construction Project
Mr. Oakes reported that the Library Board approved the bills to be paid.

Mr. Black moved to approve payment No. 4 to Milcam Inc in the amount of $104,609.25 and payment No. 3 to O’Brien Electric in the amount of $16,020.00, as approved by the Library Board.  Dr. Pisano seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.

APPROVAL OF BILLS PAID REPORT

Mrs. Folkertsma moved to approve the bills paid report with a second by Mr. Talbert.  The motion carried unanimously.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES 

A motion was made by Mr. Talbert and seconded by Mrs. Folkertsma to accept the minutes of the Public Hearing and Regular Meeting of March 21, 2011.  The motion carried unanimously.
CONSIDERATION OF APPROVAL – Farmer’s Market, Ed and Mary Jo Palmer, Downtown Grove City
Mrs. Palmer reported that the space used last year worked very well for the Farmer’s Market and requested permission to use it again this year.  Chief Osborne reported that there were fewer problems last year than in years past.
Mr. Black moved to approve use of the Youth Festival Park for a Farmer’s Market in 2011.  Mr. Bigley seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.
CONSIDERATION OF REQUESTS
Mr. Bigley moved to approve the request for use of Highland Shelter in Memorial Park for the National Day of Prayer on May 5, 2011 and to approve the request from Grove City College for a Homecoming Parade on September 24, 2011.  Dr. Pisano seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.
CONSIDERATION OF RESOLUTION 2011-7 – Adopting Procedures for Compliance with Act 44 of 2009, Pension Plan Professional Services
Mr. Black moved to approve Resolution 2011-7 to adopt procedures for compliance with Act 44 of 2009 regarding professional services contract provisions.  Mr. Bigley seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.

CONSIDERATION OF REQUESTS FROM PINE TOWNSHIP

Dr. Pisano moved to approve the request from Pine Township for water service extension for property of Amy Leech on Dusty Lane and Jim Veder on Center Church Road, and for sanitary sewer extension for property of Amy Leech on Dusty Lane.  Mrs. Folkertsma seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.

CONSIDERATION OF CONTRACT AND PAYMENT – Pyrotechnic Artist, Inc, July 4th Fireworks Display

Mrs. Mattocks reported that acceptance of a contract, with a 50% deposit will allow a better selection of fireworks for the display
Mr. Black moved to approve a contract with Pyrotechnic Artists, Inc. and a payment of 50% of the total cost for a fireworks display on July 4, 2011.  Mr. Talbert seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.

CONSIDERATION OF CHANGE ORDER – No. 1, Axtell’s Inc, Obstruction Removal, Phase III, $6,000.00

Mr. Black moved to approve Change Order No. 1 for Airport Obstruction Removal, Phase III, in the amount of $6,000.00 to Axtell’s Inc, pending receipt of an official signed request from Axtell’s Inc.  Mrs. Folkertsma seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.

CONSIDERATION OF MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING – Grove City Police Officers Association, establishing Corporal positions

Mr. Bigley moved to approve a memorandum of understanding with the Grove City Police Officers Association, establishing two Corporal positions.  Dr. Pisano seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.

CONSIDERATION OF BIDS – Dump Body and Central Hydraulics for Electric Department Truck

Mr. Oakes reported that bids were received from four companies for the specified equipment.  Three of the bidders did not meet the required specifications for a stainless steel dump body.  The remaining bid meets all specifications.
Dr. Pisano moved to accept the bid submitted by Walsh Equipment Inc for a dump body in the amount of $12,935.00 and central hydraulics in the amount of $6,890.00 for a total of $19,825.00.  Mr. Chapman seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.

CONSIDERATION OF RESOLUTION 2011-8 – Authorizing Agreement for Execution of Northern Pool Participant Schedule for a new Northern Pool

Mr. Bigley moved to approve Resolution 2011-8, authorizing an agreement for execution of a Northern Pool Participant Schedule.  Dr. Pisano seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.

CONSIDERATION OF AGREEMENT – Execution of the Northern Pool Participant Schedule for a new Northern Pool

Dr. Coulter moved to approve an agreement for execution of the Northern Pool Participant Schedule.  Mr. Bigley seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.
BOROUGH MANAGER’S REPORT

Mr. Oakes reported:
· N-viro Corporation has patented a fuel product that uses sludge from wastewater treatment to be burned in an electricity generating facility.  Grove City Borough’s sludge has been chosen for use in the testing of this product.  More research of the company and the process will be performed.
· The new street sweeper was delivered last Friday.
· The water well drilling project in Memorial Park is progressing.  A well has been drilled.  The pump test will take place during the summer, per DEP requirements.
· Due to difficulty plowing alleys due to overgrowth of trees, notices are being sent to property owners requesting that they trim the trees and brush.  Failure to comply will result in the Borough cutting the trees back.
· A notice from PnnDOT was received, advising that they will be seeking a small portion of property for access to install a new traffic signal at Main and Liberty streets.

Dr. Coulter asked Karen Wendelschaefer of the Grove City YMCA to report on rates for the Memorial Park Pool for 2011.  Karen stated that the rates would remain the same as last year, with the exception of the family pass for Y members, which would be $75.00.  She requested that the hours of the pool operation be set at Monday through Saturday, 12:30 pm – 6:30 pm and Sunday 12:30 pm to 7:00 pm.  The first open day will be a free day and will take place during Strawberry Days.  July 4th will be a free day for those with military ID.  They are also proposing a movie night once monthly.
Dr. Coulter moved to approve the rates and hours of operation for the Grove City Memorial Park Pool as proposed by the Grove City YMCA for 2011.  Mrs. Mattocks seconded the motion and it carried, with one abstention, by Mr. Pokrant as he serves on the YMCA Board of Directors.

Mrs. Mattocks reported that she had met with Mr. Spiker and Mr. Kaltenbaugh regarding the Disc Golf course at Memorial Park.  She noted that there is enough funding for nine of the proposed 18 baskets at this time.  She stated that the posts cannot be completely removed at ground level, as was indicated in the proposal.  Members will contact Mr. Kaltenbaugh regarding this, as it is not acceptable.  

Dr. Coulter noted that there will be a Parks and Recreation Committee meeting scheduled to discuss a fee for shelter use.
MAYOR’S REPORT

Mayor Riddle reported:

· A Prescription Drug Take Back program will be held on April 30th at RxXpress
· The new cruiser is expected to be delivered in approximately three weeks, there continues to be a delay in the equipment for the new cruiser
· The Police Department has asked that residents be reminded of the posted 15 mph speed limit in the parks.  With the changing seasons, there will be more pedestrians at the parks
· The Police Department is working with Grove City College Security regarding the graduation ceremony
· The Mercer County Boroughs Association meeting is being hosted by Grove City on April 28th at Carnegie Alumnae Building

· He, Mr. Chapman and Will Rose attended the PSAB Conference last week.  The Governor was in attendance

· He participated in the Mayors for Meals Day, assisting with the delivery of meals

· Reminded Council of the Mercer Memorial Day parade and encouraged attendance and participation

· Noted that he toured the material testing lab for PennDOT on his return trip from the PSAB Conference

OTHER BUSINESS

Mr. Chapman noted that the speakers for the PSAB Conference were very good and he enjoyed what the conference had to offer
Mr. Black thanked the borough employees for their work during the power outage that occurred yesterday.

Mr. Pokrant thanked Mr. Black for assisting with the power outage, noting that he quickly made phone calls to gain assistance with directing traffic.

Mr. Pokrant thanked Mayor Riddle for representing Grove City at the PSAB Conference

Council offered clarification for members of the news media that were present.
