CALL TO ORDER by Council President George Pokrant at 7:02 pm
PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE

PRAYER was offered by Council Member Rich Talbert
ROLL CALL was answered by Council Members Mattocks, Chapman, Pisano, Hodge, Folkertsma, Pokrant, Black, Coulter, Bigley, Talbert, Mayor Riddle and Solicitor Bonner.  
REQUEST FOR CITIZENS TO BE HEARD   
Cody Karcher, 392 N. Liberty Rd, expressed thanks for support of Eagle Scout project, sign at Memorial Park.
Rick Blanchard, President of Grove City Midget Football, expressed thanks for use of field, requested use for this year.  Dr. Coulter noted that they need to coordinate use of field with Grace United Methodist Church.
Dave Dayton, 198 Old Mill Rd, Chairman of Grow Grove City, provided status update regarding restructure and reorganization.

APPROVAL OF BILLS TO BE PAID 

Mrs. Folkertsma moved to approve the amended bills to be paid report and the additional bills to be paid, with a second by Mr. Talbert.  The motion carried unanimously.

ENGINEER’S REPORT 

Dan Goncz, Gannett Fleming Inc., reported on the status of the Wastewater Treatment Plant Upgrade, Phase I project.  No requisitions or change orders were presented.  Working on punch list items.
APPROVAL OF PROPOSAL – Engineering of Wastewater Treatment Plant Upgrade Project, Phase II, Gannett Fleming
Dr. Pisano moved to approve the engineering proposal submitted by Gannett Fleming Inc for the Wastewater Treatment Plant Upgrade Project, Phase II.  Mr. Chapman seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.
PROGRESS REPORT – Library Construction Project

Mr. Oakes reported that the work inside the building is wrapping up.  The carpet has been installed and the shelves of books are back in place.
APPROVAL OF BILLS TO BE PAID REPORT – Library Construction Project
Mr. Oakes reported that the Library Board approved the bills to be paid.

Mr. Black moved to approve payment No. 5 to Milcam Inc in the amount of $111,139.02 and payment No. 4 to O’Brien Electric in the amount of $6,705.00, as approved by the Library Board.  Mrs. Folkertsma seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.

APPROVAL OF BILLS PAID REPORT

Mrs. Folkertsma moved to approve the bills paid report with a second by Mr. Talbert.  The motion carried unanimously.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES 

A motion was made by Dr. Pisano and seconded by Mrs. Mattocks to accept the minutes of the Regular Meeting of April 18, 2011.  The motion carried unanimously.
CONSIDERATION OF AGREEMENT EXTENSION – Sharp Collections, delinquent Per Capita and Earned Income Taxes, one year
Mrs. Folkertsma moved to approve a one-year extension of the agreement with Sharp Collections for collection of delinquent Per Capita and Earned Income Taxes, reserving the right, at any point in time, to assign collection to a County-designated delinquent tax collector.  Dr. Pisano seconded the motion and it carried with one abstention, by Mr. Chapman as Sharp Collections is a client of his employer.
CONSIDERATION OF OFFER
Dr. Coulter moved to accept the offer from PennDOT for easement of property for the purpose of installation and maintenance of a traffic signal on West Main Street at Breckenridge Street in the amount of $500.00.  Dr. Pisano seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.
CONSIDERATION OF RESOLUTION 2011-9 – Authorizing Participation in the Junior Council Person Program
Mr. Black moved to approve Resolution 2011-9, authorizing Borough participation in the Pennsylvania State Association of Boroughs Junior Council Person Program.  Dr. Coulter seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.

CONSIDERATION OF CHANGE ORDER – Airport, Construct AWOS, delete clearing and grubbing, $5,700
Mrs. Folkertsma moved to approve the change order request to delete clearing and grubbing from the Construct AWOS contract at the airport, in the amount of $5,700.00.  Mr. Talbert seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.

PARKS AND RECREATION COMMITTEE REPORT 

Dr. Coulter reported that the Parks and Recreation Committee met on May 5, 2011.  A fee schedule for Memorial Park picnic shelter reservations was discussed.  Fees collected would be dedicated to park improvements.
Dr. Coulter moved to authorize advertising Council’s intent to adopt Ordinance 1402, amending use of park facilities and authorizing a fee schedule for shelter reservations.  Mr. Chapman seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.

Dr. Coulter also reported on the potential lease of land behind the Armory for Lineman Instructional Training in exchange for improvements to Pine Grove Lodge.  Members agreed that Mr. Oakes and Solicitor Bonner should negotiate terms of this agreement.
Dr. Coulter reported that details of the Disc Golf course are still being worked on.

Members discussed designating a leash-free area in Borough parks, which will need to be reviewed with Solicitor Bonner.

Dr. Coulter moved to approve use of the field near the Armory for the Grove City Midget Football organization, pending receipt of proof of insurance and working out a schedule with Grace United Methodist Church softball organization.  Dr. Pisano seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.

The Borough’s current insurance carrier, Travelers, agreed to insure use of the pond at Memorial Park for ice skating, at no additional cost, with the stipulation that an agent or employee of the Borough monitor the thickness of the ice daily and post appropriate signage indicating ice conditions.  This will need to be reviewed further before a decision is made.
CONSIDERATION OF REQUESTS 

· Grove City Community Food Pantry, waiver of permit fees – no action taken
· S. Mark Courtney, Strawberry Days 5k Run, June 8, 2011, Greenwood Drive – Dr. Coulter moved to approve the request of S. Mark Courtney to hold the Strawberry Days 5k Run on June 8, 2011 at Greenwood Drive, pending receipt of proof of insurance.  Mr. Chapman seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.
· Grove City County Market – fireworks display from area near Armory on 8/5/11 with a rain date of 8/6/11 – Dr. Pisano moved to approve the request from Grove City County Market to display fireworks from an area near the Armory on August 5, 2011 with a rain date of August 6, 2011.  Mr. Black seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.
· Pine Township – sanitary sewer extension to property of Brad Mowry, Lot 6, Staffordshire Court. – Mr. Bigley moved to approve the request from Pine Township for a sanitary sewer extension to property of Brad Mowry of Staffordshire Court.  Dr. Coulter seconded the request and it carried unanimously.
CONSIDERATION OF BIDS 

· Electric Transformer – Mr. Bigley moved to accept the bid of HD Supply in the amount of $389,500.  Dr. Pisano seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.
· Greenwood Drive Paving – Mr. Bigley moved to accept the bid of Youngblood Paving Inc in the amount of $74,960.88 for paving of Greenwood Drive.  Mr. Chapman seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.
BOROUGH MANAGER’S REPORT

Mr. Oakes reported:
· A request for a banner has been received from Olde Town Grove City, per Resolution 2011-11.  Mr. Talbert moved to approve Resolution 2011-11 for a banner to be placed by Olde Town Grove City for their summer concert series.  Mr. Chapman seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.
· Olde Town Grove City requested use of Joseph D. Monteleone Youth Festival Park for their summer concert series.  Dr. Pisano moved to approve the request of Olde Town Grove City for use of Joseph D. Monteleone Youth Festival Park for a summer concert series, with performances to end by 9:00 pm.  Mr. Chapman seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.
· Noted correspondence received from Utility Engineers regarding review of the Fremont Energy Center Project from AMP Inc.  He recommends a meeting to discuss this project.
· Has reviewed the N-Viro Corporation proposal for sewage disposal.  Will need to discuss further with Solicitor Bonner.
MAYOR’S REPORT

Mayor Riddle reported:

· The Police Department will be enforcing the Buckle Up PA, Clickit or Ticket Program, Wave I from May 23 to June 12, 2011
· The Police Department assisted with security for Grove City College graduation where Laura Bush was the speaker, he and Mrs. Riddle attended
· The Police Department has completed the training and conversion for a new version of software for records management
· The new cruiser has been delivered, but still needs additional equipment
· On April 28th, the Mercer County Boroughs Association met at Grove City College’s Carnegie Alumnae Center and was well attended by Council members.  Dan Goncz was the featured speaker, Mayor Riddle presented a video of the PSAB Conference
· Reminded members of the Mercer Memorial Day Parade and encouraged participation
· Reminded everyone to vote in the Primary Election tomorrow
OTHER BUSINESS

Mrs. Mattocks reported that she represented Grove City Borough Government at the National Day of Prayer event.

Mrs. Mattocks provided an update on the Strawberry Days event.  They will be utilizing more area of the park and Boy Scouts of Troop 76 will do an encampment and provide demonstrations.

Mr. Talbert reported that the meetings concerning the Tri-County Landfill expansion have ended.  He sent a letter to the DEP, expressing concern for the Airport.

Mr. Talbert reported that he gave a tour of the Airport to Conway Borough Cub Scouts.
