REGULAR MEETING SEPTEMBER 19, 2011  7:00 P.M.

CALL TO ORDER by Council President George Pokrant at 7:14 pm
PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE

PRAYER was offered by Council Member Dr. Joseph Pisano
ROLL CALL was answered by Council Members Mattocks, Pisano, Folkertsma, Pokrant, Black, Coulter, Bigley, Talbert, Mayor Riddle, Solicitor Bonner and LaMarca.  Members Chapman and Hodge were absent.  
REQUEST FOR CITIZENS TO BE HEARD   
Linda Barnes, Guys Mills PA, owner of property at 128-130 S. Center Street, request reconsideration of the monthly rental fee for the handicap parking space in the South Center Street parking lot.  Referred to the Infrastructure Committee for consideration.
Mr. Pokrant reported that Council had met in Executive Session prior to the meeting to discuss a personnel issue.  Solicitor Bonner reported that two grievances had been filed by the Grove City Police Association and that the agreement is before Council for consideration.  Mrs. Folkertsma moved to accept the agreement in settlement of two grievances filed by the Grove City Police Association.  Mr. Bigley seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.
APPROVAL OF BILLS TO BE PAID 

Mrs. Folkertsma moved to approve the bills to be paid report and the additional bills to be paid, with a second by Dr. Pisano.  The motion carried unanimously.

ENGINEER’S REPORT 

Dan Goncz, Gannett Fleming Inc., reported on the status of the Wastewater Treatment Plant Upgrade, Phase I project, noting that Chivers Construction is expected to return mid-week to complete the work that remains.  
Mr. Goncz reported on the status of the Plant Upgrade, Phase II project, noting that he has met with the operations staff, and will meet with them again, to review the design of the upgrades.
Mr. Goncz reported that the permit limit changes have been made and there are DEP fees required to file the change.  The special study requested by DEP is complete and in draft form, correspondence has been sent to the townships.  The Borough has received correspondence from Pine Township regarding the expense of preparing this special study as a result of not moving forward with the expansion project.  It is their belief that the cost should be borne by Springfield Township, as they were the reason the project failed.  He and Mr. Oakes will meet with Pine Township regarding this issue.

Mr. Goncz noted that the rehabilitation of the Wastewater Treatment Plant will be completed in three phases.

Mrs. Folkertsma moved to approve requisition number II-2 in the amount of $22,300.00 to Gannett Fleming Companies.  Mr. Black seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.

PROGRESS REPORT – Library Construction Project

Mr. Rose was unclear if this was a final request and all work was completed.
Mr. Talbert moved to approve requisition number 5 in the amount of $6,950.00 to O’Brien Electric.  Mr. Black seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.
APPROVAL OF BILLS PAID REPORT

Mrs. Folkertsma moved to approve the bills paid report with a second by Mr. Talbert.  The motion carried unanimously.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES 

Mrs. Folkertsma noted an error on page two, in the next to last paragraph.  The first “punch” needs to be removed.

A motion was made by Mr. Talbert and seconded by Mrs. Mattocks to accept the minutes of the Regular Meeting of August 15, 2011, as amended.  The motion carried unanimously.
CONSIDERATION OF PROMOTION TO RANK OF CORPORAL– Mark Jaskowak and Robert Steese
Mrs. Folkertsma moved to promote Patrolman Mark Jaskowak and Patrolman Robert Steese to the rank of Corporal with the Grove City Police Department.  Dr. Pisano seconded the motion, which was then amended to state effective October 1, 2011, and it carried unanimously.
CONSIDERATION OF CONTINUATION OF MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING – Grove City Police Department, Grove City Area School District
Chief Osborne reported that this is a renewal of the agreement that has been in place.  The school district requests a renewal annually.

Dr. Coulter moved to approve continuation of a Memorandum of Understanding between the Grove City Police Department and the Grove City Area School District for services provided.  Mr. Black seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.
CONSIDERATION OF REQUEST FROM PINE TOWNSHIP – Sanitary Sewer Extension to Property of Martin Dadzaa, 61 Staffordshire Drive, single family home
Mr. Talbert moved to approve the request from Pine Township for a sanitary sewer extension to property of Martin Dadzaa at 61 Staffordshire Drive.  Dr. Coulter seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.
CONSIDERATION OF ORDINANCE 1405 – Amending Chapter 17, Motor Vehicles and Traffic, no left turn from Hillview School
Chief Osborne noted that there have been few problems with this new traffic pattern.  An officer has been warning motorists of the change and it seems to have eased the congestion on Madison Avenue and East Main Street.  There has been congestion at the intersection of Liberty Street and East Main Street, due to the traffic for the new middle school.  PennDOT has given permission to adjust the timing of the traffic light at the intersection and it will be monitored and adjusted over the next few weeks to alleviate the problem.

Dr. Pisano moved to approve Ordinance 1405, prohibiting left turns from Hillview school during specified hours and days.  Mr. Talbert seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.
CONSIDERATION OF RESOLUTIONS
· 2011-15 – Dr. Coulter moved to approve Resolution 2011-15 appointing Vance E. Oakes, Borough Manager, as liason between the Borough and Berkheimer, Earned Income Tax Collector.  Dr. Pisano seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.
· 2011-16 – Dr. Coulter moved to approve Resolution 2011-16 authorizing Berkheimer to Impose and Retain Costs of Collection on Delinquent Taxes.  Dr. Pisano seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.
· 2011-20 – Adopting Section 3 Plan, CDBG.  Mr. Black moved to table Resolution 2011-20 until clarification of the Section 3 Plan is made.  Mrs. Folkertsma seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.
CONSIDERATION OF COOPERATION AGREEMENT – Mercer County Regional Planning Commission, 2011 CDBG Program Administration
Mrs. Folkertsma moved to approve a cooperation agreement with Mercer County Regional Planning Commission to administer the 2011 CDBG Program.  Dr. Pisano seconded the motion and it carried, with one negative vote cast by Mr. Talbert.

CONSIDERATION OF BIDS 
Mrs. Weiland presented the results of five bids that were opened for various services and products.  She noted that for the transportation service bids, the low minimum charge bid is recommended, as the per-loaded-mile fee is only charged when the disposal site is a greater distance away than the sites that we currently use; for the fuel bid, the amount that should be considered is the OPIS adjustment amount, as this is the amount that is added to the OPIS price of the fuel on the date that it is delivered, explaining that it is comparable to a “prime rate plus” amount, as fuel costs fluctuate; the chemical bid is recommended to be split between the bidders, as each was low on one of the products, with  Mr. Goncz noting that the chemicals are not permitted to be delivered together; the bid options for the refuse collection/disposal and recycling were that the base bid be continuation of our current service of unlimited refuse in cans provided by the residents.  Alternate #1 and Alternate #2 would have the Borough provide garbage “totes” to each resident, at our cost, and the collection company would utilize a truck with an arm that picks up and empties the tote.  One alternate would allow only what fits in the tote to be placed for collection, the other would allow the tote plus additional items.
· 2012-2014 Roll-Off Box Transportation – Mrs. Folkertsma moved to accept the low minimum charge bid for Roll-Off Box Transportation submitted by Tri-County Industries Inc. in the amount of $185.00.  Dr. Coulter seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.
· 2012-2014 Sludge Transportation – Mrs. Folkertsma moved to accept the low minimum charge bid for Sludge Transportation submitted by Thomas Construction Inc. in the amount of $255.00.  Dr. Coulter seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.
· 2012 Gasoline/Diesel Fuel – Mrs. Folkertsma moved to accept the low bid of $0.03 OPIS adjustment on unleaded gasoline and diesel fuel submitted by Reed Oil Company.  Mr. Black seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.
· 2012 Water Treatment Plant Chemicals – Mr. Black moved to accept the low bid of $5.54 per gallon for Aqua Mag submitted by SAL Chemical.  Mrs. Folkertsma seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.  Mrs. Folkertsma moved to accept the low bid of $1.431 per gallon for Sodium Hydroxide submitted by Barber’s Chemicals Inc.  Mr. Talbert seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.  Mrs. Folkertsma moved to accept the low bid of $6,450.00 per ton for Potassium Permanganate submitted by Univar USA Inc.  Mr. Talbert seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.
· 2012-2014 Refuse Collection/Disposal and Recycling – Mrs. Folkertsma moved to accept the low base bid of $1,028,700.00 as submitted by Tri-County Industries Inc.  Mrs. Mattocks seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.
CONSIDERATION OF APPOINTMENT OF DESIGNEE – Will Rose, AMP Sustainability Subcommittee
Mrs. Folkertsma moved to approve appointment of Will Rose as designee to the AMP Sustainability Subcommittee.  Mr. Black seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.

CONSIDERATION OF REQUESTS

· Olde Town Grove City, Halloween Parade 10/25/11, rain date 10/27/11.  The proposal was to utilize the sidewalks along South Broad and Pine Streets, Limberg Way and Joseph D. Monteleone Youth Festival Park as the route for the parade, to avoid the expense of closing South Broad Street.  Safety concerns were raised if there is no street closure.  Dr. Coulter offered to make contact with Grove City College regarding use of the track at the football field for this event.  No action taken.
· Valerie Amick, 3K Memorial Walk in Memorial Park on 10/22/11.  Dr. Coulter moved to approve a 3K Memorial Walk in Memorial Park on 10/22/11, pending receipt of a certificate of insurance and approval of the route by Chief Osborne.  Mr. Black seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.
· Grove City Alliance Church Women’s Group, 5K Run/Walk at Hunter Farm Bike Trail, 4/29/12.  Mrs. Folkertsma moved to approve use of Hunter Farm Bike Trail for a 5K Run/Walk on 4/29/12.  Mr. Bigley seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.
· Grove City College Life Advocates, 5K Run, Memorial Park, 9/24/11.  Dr. Pisano moved to approve the request for a 5K Run at Memorial Park on 9/24/11.  Mrs. Mattocks seconded the motion and it carried with one abstention by Dr. Coulter, as he is the advisor for Grove City College Life Advocates.
BOROUGH MANAGER’S REPORT

Mr. Rose reported on behalf of Mr. Oakes:

· Noted the congestion issues at the intersection of Liberty and East Main Streets and the adjustment of the traffic light.  He noted that the same process is to take place at the intersection of Highland Avenue and West Main Street.  Traffic at these locations will continue to be monitored.
· Use of utility poles by residents to post signs has become a real problem as well as a safety issue.  Chief Osborne noted that state law prohibits nails and tacks, but an ordinance would be required to prohibit use of other materials to secure items to poles.  It is requested that Council take action to prohibit the attachment of any items to utility poles, by any means.  Referred to Infrastructure Committee.
· Reminded residents of the leash law in effect in the Borough, noting that there continue to be violations.
· Noted misuse of the recycling area at the Wastewater Treatment Plant.  It is for residents of the Borough only, and for organic materials only.  Members of Council also noted that there are containers being left on the site, such as boxes and garbage bags.
· Reported on a Peak Performer award from Penn Prime for the safety program.

MAYOR’S REPORT

Mayor Riddle reported:

· The Police Department is once again partnering with the DEA in a drug take back event
· Reminded residents not to rake leaves onto the street, rake to the curb or devil strip only.  This is a safety hazard.
· Reminded residents that school is in session and urged caution while driving.
· Reminded members that the Mercer County Boroughs Association meeting will be held on September 29, 2011, reservations are due.
· There will be a ribbon-cutting ceremony at ACE Hardware on Friday and at the new Grove City Area Federal Credit Union building on September 29, 2011.
· The Police Committee meeting with the Police Union scheduled for September 8, 2011 was canceled and is re-scheduled for October 13, 2011.

· Reminded everyone that there are Homecoming parades both Friday and Saturday of this week.
· Read a letter received from Congressman Jason Altmire regarding youth sports groups and the potential for identity theft of youth, as sensitive information is collected at sign-up events.

OTHER BUSINESS 
Mrs. Mattocks reported that Fall Fest plans are moving forward, noting the posters that she distributed for the event.
NEWS MEDIA  

Council offered clarification for members of the news media that were present.

ADJOURNMENT – There being no further business to come before Council, the meeting was adjourned at 8:33 pm.
