COUNTY, PENNSYLVANIA OPPOSING THE STATE’S INITIATIVE TO TOLL INTERSTATE 80.
WHEREAS, the Borough of 

 has many concerns over how the tolling of this important roadway will impact the Borough and 

 County; and
WHEREAS, the Borough believes that I-80 should not be tolled and that consideration should be given to other alternatives; and
WHEREAS, the Borough believes that the initial impetus for converting I-80 to a toll road no longer exists and the current impetus for tolling I-80 can be nothing more than a means to create revenue to bail out large cities with failing mass transit system, and that this burden should not rest with the users of I-80; and
WHEREAS, the Borough believes that Act 44 of 2007 passed with inadequate vetting of the proposal and that a 2005 PennDOT study recommended AGAINST tolling I-80 because there would be negative cash flow for the first 20 years; and

WHEREAS, the Borough believes that there were no studies conducted on the impact of tolling I-80, including diversion of traffic onto secondary roads, or the economic impact on businesses in the state; and
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Borough Council of the Borough of 



 hereby opposes the tolling of Interstate 80; and
BE IT FURHTER RESOLVED, that the Borough Council of the Borough of 

 will send this resolution to all Pennsylvania State Representatives, all Pennsylvania State Senators, the Pennsylvania Congressional delegation, and the two U.S. Senators from Pennsylvania.
