HALL INDUSTRIES

Mr. Tony Kaper, Vice President of Operations at Hall Industries introduced himself to Council.  Hall Industries has purchased the Cooper Industrial Commons and is renovating the property to engineer and produce large unloading equipment for barges, trucks and rail.  Mr. Albert Richnafsky of Compliance Environmental Services, employed by Hall Industries was also present to explain how they are working with the PaDEP to clean up any residual contaminations left by the manufacturing of Cooper Bessemer.

GROVE CITY LIBRARY REPORT – Ms. Amy Gallagher reported that the Library will continue conducting curbside business until further notice.

· Mr. Shawn Myers moved to approve the Grove City Christian Academy Annual Benefit Auction to be held on April 24, 2021 from 2:00 PM to 8:00 PM in the Joseph D. Monteleone and Highland pavilions pending a certificate of insurance naming the Borough as an additional insured in the amount of $1,000,000 and the understanding no amplification is allowed. Mr. William Zimmerman seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.

ENGINEERS REPORT presented by Gannett Fleming Engineer, Dan Goncz
Wastewater Treatment Plant 2020 Swage Flow Ratio
· Gannett Fleming calculated the sewage flow ratio for 2020 and submitted the information to the municipalities on February 8, 2021.  The Sewage Flow has dropped 3% but Pine Township has increased.
Water Treatment Plant

Gannet Fleming participated in the Council Work Session meeting on February 3, 2021. Participating in the meeting were Gannett Fleming’s Safety and Security expert Gene Perry; and, architect Vince Ordinario of HHSDR.  They presented a Power Point presentation at the meeting and the following conclusions from the meeting included:
· A decorative fence will be provided only around the emergency generator.
· Window glass will be provided with shatter resistant coatings.

· No glass will be provided in the doors.

· Doors will be steel and include additional reinforcement for protection from unauthorized entry.

· A security system will be provided for touchpad acknowledgement upon entry.

· Security cameras will be used around the plant.

· Windows in the offices and laboratory will include integral blinds as well as glass that prevents the ability to look into the building.

· Windows used for lighting throughout the plant will include the shatter resistant coating but also be placed at a height to allow light in but not be easily accessible from the ground level.

· The design of the water treatment plant and restroom will include wall pack lighting.

· HHSDR will provide siding samples for the plant and restroom.

· The exterior restroom doors will not be able to be locked by occupants.

· The wells will include a removable enclosure for the wellhead and an enclosure for the electrical panels and controls.

· The Borough will obtain cost estimates for overhead vs. underground power service to the plant and well locations. Gannett Fleming will provide the power needs for the Borough’s design purposes.

· The Borough will provide pole lighting where desired.

· A natural gas emergency generator is preferred, however, there are restrictions on the use of            natural gas depending on the size of generator needed.

Gannet Fleming anticipates design completion in April 2021 for a May 2021 permit submittal to PaDEP.
Water Distribution System Improvements (Alternative No. 3)

The environmental permit applications were submitted to the Mercer County Conservation District on February 4, 2021. The Highway Occupancy Permit was submitted to PennDOT on February 5, 2021. The Highway Occupancy Permit was submitted based on trench pavement replacement on Main Street; full lane overlay on South Center Street; and, an intersection overlay at South Center Street and College Avenue.
On February 8, 2021 Gannet Fleming delivered a final design drawing check set to the Public Works Department along with a recommended sequence of construction for their review and comment. Once comments are received and addressed, they will complete the Bid Documents and will be ready for the Borough to advertise for the receipt of bids, contingent upon the regulatory agency’s issuance of permits.
Gannet Fleming is in the process of preparing the necessary rights-of-way exhibits for the Borough’s use in obtaining easements that will be needed for the project.
BOROUGH MANAGER’S REPORT presented by Borough Manager, Vance Oakes
· Penn Northwest is to take the lead in the COVID-19 Grants.  Next Monday, businesses can go online to Penn Northwest to apply.  The Borough has received approximately $70,000 to allocate for small businesses who have been affected by the COVID-19 pandemic and employ low to moderate income employees.  Applications can be found on Penn Northwest’s website.
· Consider the Grove City College Developers Agreement & Stormwater O & M recommended by the Grove City Planning Commission for the Buhl Library renovation project.  Work is expected to start in May 2021.
· Ms. Amy Gallagher moved to enter into the Grove City College Developers Agreement & Stormwater O & M.  Mr. Shawn Myers seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.  Mr. Vincent DiStasi and Mr. Scott Jaillet abstained due to the fact that they are employed by the College.
JUNIOR COUNCIL REPORT – Junior Council Member, Alex Oakes
· Congratulations to the Grove City Lady Eagles Basketball Team.
· Each Friday will be an at home learning day to allow the School District to follow safety and cleaning procedures and protocols.

· Should the school need to call an inclement weather closure anytime now through the end of the 2021 winter weather season, they will simply pivot to a fully remote instructional model – just like the school does now on Fridays. Moving to a remote instructional day allows for continuity of education and consistency anytime our buildings cannot be accessed by students and/or staff.
